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LIABILITY INSURANCE: RENTER agrees to provide single limit comprehensive general liability insurance including contractual liability insurance, in
which policy RENTER is named as insured in the amount of $1,000,000.00 covering personal property and bodily injury and death. RENTER shall
provide a copy of the Certificate of Insurance as proof to the FOX THEATRE no later than ten (10) days before the event. RENTER wiill list the Fox
Tucson Theatre Group, City of T ucson and Rio Nuevo Multi-Purpose Facilities District as additional insured.

FOX LOGO: The FOX THEATRE'S logo, identifying artwork and type-styles including, but not limited to the logo "THE FIRST MAGNUS
AUDITORIUM AT THE FOX TUCSON THEATRE," MUST be used in RENTER'S advertising, promotions or printed materials with prior written
approval by the President/CEO. All copy, whether advertising, promotional, or news release that includes reference to the FOX THEATRE must be
approved by the President/CEO prior to printing, release or distribution.

CONTROL OF BUILDING: The FOX THEATRE shall be, at all times, under the control of the President/CEO and his/her authorized agent;
specifically, for stage or backstage area, the Technical Director; and for the front-of-house, the House Manager. The right is reserved, at all times for
any and all employees of the FOX THEATRE so designated by the President/CEOQ, to enter the premises. The main doors or auditorium doors will
not open, nor does an event begin, without the expressed permission of the Technical Director and House Manager.

NON-DISCRIMINATION: RENTER agrees to not to discriminate against any employee or any applicant for employment because of race, color,
creed, religion, sex, ancestry, age, sexual orientation, physical handicap not related to job performance or national origin as set forth by city, state
and federal civil rights laws and further agrees to likewise not discriminate for those reasons against persons relative to admission, services, or
privileges offered to or enjoyed by the general public.

OBJECTIONABLE PERSONS: The House Manager reserves the right to eject or cause to be objected from the FOX THEATRE any objectionable
person or persons; and neither the FOX THEATRE or any of its officers, agents, or employees shall be liable to RENTER for damages, of any kind,
that may be sustained by RENTER through the exercise of such right by the House Manager.

THE FOX THEATRE WILL PROVIDE AS PART OF BASE RENTAL CHARGES, AT ITS OWN EXPENSE: Heating/air conditioning; basic house
lighting (excluding technician labor fees); house sound system (excluding engineer labor fees); services of the custodian for cleaning of the facility
prior to the first performance. If there is more than one performance in a single day, RENTER must pay for any custodial service prior to additional
performances, at a rate of $300.00 per day. All other documented expenses incurred by the FOX THEATRE will be billed to the RENTER as
reimbursable expenses. RENTER agrees to leave the premises in the same condition as existed on the date RENTER took possession (ordinary
wear and tear excluded). Any additional charges incurred because of an unusual amount of post-event clean-up will be borne by the RENTER. All
rates are subject to change. Prior to incurring any special or unusual expenses of a substantial nature, FOX THEATRE staff will confer with
RENTER.

DAMAGE TO THE FOX THEATRE: RENTER shall be responsible for all documented damage to the building, furnishings, fixtures, and equipment,
caused by RENTER or their patrons (normal wear and tear excluded).

RECORDING: All photography and recording (audio or visual) is strictly prohibited in the Fox T ucson Theatre First Magnus  Auditorium.
RENTER agrees that no recording, visual or audio, of any kind be made of the event covered by the CONTRACT without prior written approval from
the President/CEO. The FOX THEATRE has the right to require payment for said privilege. President/CEO has the right to record any event solely
for the FOX THEATRE'S archives, unless otherwise prohibited by existing copyright or labor restrictions.

NO OBSTRUCTION: RENTER shall neither encumber nor obstruct the sidewalk in front of the Theatre, or the halls and stairs of said premises,
including loading area and all exterior fire exits from the building, nor allow the same to be obstructed or encumbered in any manner.

PUBLIC SAFETY & INDEMNITY: RENTER agrees to conduct its activities upon the premises so as not to endanger any person lawfully thereon;
and to indemnify, defend and hold harmless the FOX THEATRE from all demands, claims, suits, actions, or liabilities resulting from injuries or death
to any persons, as the result of any intentional, reckless, or negligent conduct of RENTER, its agents, employees, servants, contractors,
subcontractors, licensees, invitees, or guests, during the period in which this CONTRACT covers the use of the rented space, or occurring as a result
of the use of such space during the agreed period.

AMERICANS WITH DISABILITIES ACT: The FOX THEATRE is in compliance with the American with Disabilities Act and is accessible to people
with disabilities. Seating is available for patrons in wheelchairs on the ground floor only, and the theatre is equipped with listening systems for
patrons with impaired hearing at no charge. In addition, every effort is made to provide sign language interpretation when requested. Any request for
sign language interpretation must be received by the FOX THEATRE a minimum of fourteen (14) days before the performance contemplated herein.
The FOX THEATRE will be reimbursed for the full cost of this service.

SEAT SURCHARGE: For every patron occupied seat during event to a RENTER’S performance or event, a $2.00 Facility Fee is charged. This
applies to all performances or events held in the Fox T ucson Theatre First Magnus  Auditorium. One dollar ($1.00) goes to the Building
Preservation Fund, and one dollar ($1.00) to the Cultural Preservation Fund. As part of the settlement process, the RENTER will be charged $2.00
per seat occupied. In the event the RENTER does not provide FOX THEATRE with a detailed report, the RENTER will be charged a capacity fee of
$2,394.00 for performances without Front of House usage and $2,328.00, with Front of House usage.

COPYRIGHT LICENSE: The securing and payment of the copyright license fee(s) is the responsibility of the RENTER. RENTER agrees to defend,
indemnify, and hold harmless FOX THEATRE against all claims, demands, costs, and expenses that FOX THEATRE may sustain or incur by reason
of any infringement or violation of any copyright or proprietary right in the event described on page # 1.

CANCELLATION BY RENTER: Should the RENTER cancel the event covered in this CONTRACT, no deposit refund shall be made. RENTER
agrees to also pay any documented reimbursable expenses incurred by the FOX THEATRE in connection with the event covered by this
CONTRACT.

RENTER PERSONNEL: RENTER is responsible for informing RENTER'’S personnel of all policies and procedures governing the FOX THEATRE.

OTHER USAGE: At no time should the lobby and lobby restrooms be used as dressing rooms, rehearsal rooms or as a lounge or office by
RENTER.

SMOKING: Smoking is prohibited in all areas of the FOX THEATRE. Smoking is permitted in the outdoor areas only and ash cans must be used for
disposal of smoking products. RENTER is liable for any cleaning charges as a result of improper disposal of cigarettes.

DECOR: No decorations, banners or other material shall be attached to any part of the building, inside or out. Decorations, banners, signs, lobby
boards and other notices shall be approved in advance by the President/CEO or his/her authorized agent. If RENTER requests that banners be
hung in the building, (allowed in designated areas only) they are to be delivered five (5) days prior to event and a $25.00 fee applies.

EMERGENCIES: All emergencies (fire, medical or security) must be reported to the City authorities by immediately dialing 911. It shall be the
responsibility of RENTER to learn the location of all fire extinguishers and fire alarm pull stations in the areas to which they are working in. Any
emergencies shall also be reported as soon as possible to the House Manager and Technical Director or his/her authorized agents, after reporting
the emergency to 911.

LABOR MINIMUMS: All labor rates (front of house and stage staff) are subject to a four (4) hour minimum.

CONCESSIONS: All concessions shall be controlled by the FOX THEATRE which include, but are not limited to, alcoholic beverages, non-alcoholic
beverages, food, and merchandise. Alcoholic beverages may not be purchased off site and brought into the building or on Fox property at
any time .

MERCHANDISE SALES: Sales of merchandise connected with an event are at the discretion of FOX THEATRE management. It is the policy of the
FOX THEATRE to permit the sale of souvenir programs, CD's, tapes, T-shirts, and other non-food items only from one location on the main floor
lobby. If souvenir programs, CD's, tapes, T-shirts, and other non-food items are sold, the house commission shall be twenty percent (20%) on
GROSS sales, twenty-five percent (25%) on GROSS sales, if the Fox Theatre Staff sells merchandise and a $50.00 charge will also apply, per show.
Amount due from Gross sales shall be rounded up to the next dollar, and paid in CASH at the end of the performance. Percentages will be based on
"Inventory In" minus "Inventory Out" at the top unit price of each item. Quantity discounts will not be considered in the settlement of the percentage
fee. Merchandise inventory will be verified by FOX THEATRE Management thirty (30) minutes prior to opening of the lobby.

DEFAULT: Should the RENTER default in the performance of any of the amended terms and conditions of the CONTRACT or appear to the FOX
THEATRE to be financially insecure, in violation of the law, or about to default under the terms of this CONTRACT, the President/CEO, at his/her
option, may terminate the same. Upon termination of the agreement for whatever reason, RENTER agrees to promptly remove, at RENTER'S
expense, all property from the FOX THEATRE premises within six (6) hours. Any deposit made by RENTER shall be retained by the FOX THEATRE
and considered as liquidated damages.

SETTLEMENT: Final settlement shall be made within fourteen (14) days after RENTER'S use of facility. No funds shall be disbursed to RENTER
prior to final settlement.

TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS: The Technical Director or his/her designated agents of the FOX THEATRE must be informed of all technical
requirements and must have current lighting plots and floor plans at least fourteen (14) working days prior to the event. All equipment brought in by
the RENTER will be inspected by the Technical Director or his/her designated agents for possible safety violations. The Technical Director or his/her
designated agents will have final approval and authority for the use of such equipment. Technical information from the RENTER shall be first hand
and in writing.

DONATIONS: No collections or donations, whether for charity or otherwise, shall be made, attempted, or announced on the premises without prior
written approval of the President/CEO.

ADDITIONAL REGULATIONS: The FOX THEATRE reserves the right to impose any additional rules or regulations, or to set special rental and use
arrangements, whether or not expressly provided herein, which may be necessary for the best interests of the FOX THEATRE. ALL RENTERS shall
comply with the laws of the United States of America and the State of Arizona. Violations by the RENTER will result in a default by RENTER under
item # 22 of this CONTRACT.

RENTER REPRESENTATIVE: A representative of the RENTER, with decision-making authority, must be present at the FOX THEATRE from the
time the building is made available to the RENTER until the event is complete and all RENTER staff have left the building. If a representative is not
available, RENTER will be billed for a Event Supervisor at $25.00 per hour.

The FOX THEATRE and its agents have made no representation or promises with respect to the building or rented premises except as expressly set
forth in this contract. The utilization of the rented premises by RENTER shall be conclusive evidence that RENTER accepts the premises "as is" and
that said premises and or rented spaces were in good and satisfactory condition at the time such possession was so taken.

30 FOX COMPLEMENTARY TICKETS: Ten (10) Pairs of complimentary tickets (D101-104, H109-112, P109-112, L2-4, ZZ1a-1b, ZZ2a-2b, and EE12 &

14) per performance will be made available to FOX THEATRE management. If these are not used they will be released for sale one (1) hour prior to
the event.

31 RENTER COMPLIMENTARY TICKETS: RENTER may request twenty (20) complimentary tickets per performance at no charge. There will be a

fifty-cent (50¢) per ticket handling fee for complimentary tickets requested after the initial twenty (20) tickets. RENTER Complementary ticket list
must be turned in to the Box Office forty-eight (48) hours prior to event. All Promoter, Performer or Personnel ticket requests must be submitted to
the Box Office no later than one (1) hour prior to the event.

CONSIGNED TICKETS: RENTER may request consigned tickets from the Box Office. The first one hundred (100) tickets are printed at no charge.
There will be a fifty-cent (50¢) per ticket printing fee for consigned tickets requested after the initial one-hundred (100) tickets.

33 HOUSE HOLDS: The FOX THEATRE Box Office reserves the right to hold up to four (4) pairs of seats per performance to be used for patron
seating problems. These seats (D111-D112, N101-104, and EE111-112) will only be released at the discretion of the FOX THEATRE Box Office
management and, if deemed necessary, will not be released at all.

ON SALE: The ticket “on sale” date will be mutually agreed upon by the RENTER and Box Office management. No tickets shall go on sale on until a
signed, fully executed contract is received by FOX THEATRE. Tickets cannot begin sales on the same day as another FOX THEATRE event.

ADVANCE PAYMENTS: No advance payments will be made by the FOX THEATRE prior to the finalization of the event settlement.
36 ALL SALES ARE FINAL: Box Office policy states that no refunds or exchanges are given for any ticket(s) sold. All sales are final.

ARBITRATION:

The parties agree that any dispute arising under this agreement under this agreement involving the sum of $30,000 or less in money damages only
shall be resolved by arbitration pursuant to the Arizona Uniform Rules of Procedure for Arbitration. The decision of the arbitrator(s) shall be final.

B The RENTER agrees to reimburse the FOX THEATRE for any necessary expenses, attorneys' fees, or costs incurred in the enforcement of any part
of this Agreement.

C The RENTER agrees to reimburse the FOX THEATRE for any necessary expenses, attorneys' fees, or costs incurred in the enforcement of any part
of this Agreement.
